Bisophere Areas are designated by UNESCO, which is the United Nations Education, Scientific and Cultural Organisation.  They are intended to be “special areas for nature and people” and “beacons of sustainability.”

There are 450 biosphere areas in nearly 100 countries, but only one is in Wales.  The Dyfi Biosphere area was originally centred on the important international habitats surrounding the estuary and Borth Bog.  Today Biosphere areas also encompass the local communities and imply respect for culture as well as for landscapes and nature.

The expanded designation would offer opportunities for sustainable tourism and a ‘brand’ that would help local producers to market their products. 

The Community Engagement Officer, Delyth Richards, will give an overview of the proposed Dyfi Biosphere Reserve and the implications and opportunities for local communities.  

The January meeting of the Community Council will follow on from this public meeting.  Members of the community are always welcome and have the opportunity to ask questions, or to raise matters, at the end of the meeting.
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
