Minutes of the special planning meeting held on Wednesday 8th August 2007 in the Iron Room, Eglwys Fach.

2007/19. Present. Councillors McKenna(unanimously elected to the Chair: nominated by Councillor 
     Thomas and seconded by Councillor Childs); Childs, Jenkins and Thomas.  The Clerk, Dr Thomas, 
     was in attendance.
20. Apologies: Councillors Byrne, Swanson, Tolland and County Councillor Ap Gwyn.

21. Declarations of Interest: None

22. Planning matters:

i.   Erection of replacement extension at Heddle, Eglwys Fach: The Council had no 
     objections to this development.

ii.  Entrance at Dolen: The Clerk outlined the problem facing Mr and Mrs Davies with the 
     decision by Planning to permit them to build their new house (Hendy Isa) at Dolen but not to  

     live in it until there   is a decision by the full Planning Committee of CCC over the new splay 
     entrance.  The Clerk also outlined his discussion with Mr Mike Jones over planting a new 
     hedge and a grass verge.  The Council decided to write to CCC Planning to withdraw its 
     objections providing the new plantings go ahead this autumn.

iii. Lapley Cottage: The problem outlined by the Clerk was that the Community Council has  

     received numerous complained from members of the community about the development at 
     Lapley Cottage in Furnace.  The Particulars of decision paragraph 6 clearly states “The 
     materials to be used in the construction of the external surfaces of the extension hereby 
     permitted shall match those, in colour, texture and profile used on the existing building.” The 
     Reasons, paragraph 3 states “In order to safeguard the character and amenities of the area.”  
     However, the extension does not match the original building at all.  The original walls are 
     stone while the new walls are rendered and pained white.  The original building has small 
     welsh slates while the extension has large reformed slates.  Many local people who have 
     complied with plans of their own agreed by the planning department are furious that the 
     owner of Lapley Cottage, a builder by trade, seems to have has flouted the plans. The owners 
     of Lapley Cottage, who were there, (Mr B.R.Gardiner and Ms G.Jones) were asked if they 
     would like to comment.  Mr Gardiner stated that it had been his intention to match the 
     extension to the original (i.e. stone) but in a meeting with the planning officer, Fiona 
     Edwards (now left) at Aberaeron, he was told by the officer that she would sooner the old 
     and the new contrasted.  Mr Gardiner, therefore, rendered the extension and painted it white.  
     Mr Gardiner appears to have nothing in writing about the decision by Fiona Edwards to alter 
     the decision of the Planning Committee.  The Clerk undertook to approach Planning for 
     some written confirmation to “close this item”.

v. Brynawel extension: This item was withdrawn from the agenda.
